1. SPORTING REGULATIONS - GENERAL

1.1 Title & Jurisdiction:

The SEMSEC Stock Challenge is a series of trophy races organised and administered by the SOUTH EAST
MOTOR SPORT ENTHUSIASTS CLUB [SEMSEC] in accordance with the General Regulations of the
Royal Automobile Club Motor Sports Association (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code
of the FIA) and these Regulations.

1.2. Officials:

1.2.2. Licenced Eligibility Scrutineer:

1.2.3.Challenge Stewards:

Norman Redhead - Alan Povey - Jon Low Ð Duncan Welch.

Any three stewards can adjudicate on challenge issues.

1.3. Competitor Eligibility:

1.3.1.Entrants must be fully paid up valid membership card holding members of SEMSEC and in possession
of valid 2008 MSA Entrants Licences.

1.3.2.Drivers and Entrant/Drivers must be fully paid up valid membership card holding members of SEMSEC,
be Registered for the Challenge and be in possession of valid MSA Competition (Racing) NATIONAL
B STATUS (minimum) licence

1.3.3.All necessary documentation must be presented for checking at all rounds when signing-on.

1.4. Registration:

1.4.1.All DRIVERS must register as competitors for the challenge by returning the Registration Form with the
Registration Fee to the Co-ordinator prior to the Final Closing date for the first round being entered.

1.4.2.The registration fee is £25 payable separately or £50 to include SEMSEC Racing Club membership,
payable to:- "SEMSEC". Alternatively the membership and registration fee can be paid by 7 monthly
instalments of £10. The membership and registration will be valid from the date of the payment of the
first instalment will lapse immediately any instalment is missed. The Membership and Registration
cards will be held as security by the club and will not be forwarded to the competitor until all
instalments are paid. All instalments or the full outstanding balance of instalments must be paid 31st

October 2008.
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1.4.3.Registrations will be accepted from 1st January 2008 until the closing date for entries to the penultimate
round.

1.4.4. Registration numbers will be the permanent Competition numbers for the Challenge.

1.5. Challenge Rounds:

The challenge will be held as a series of races at Lydden Circuit and Brands Hatch as follows:-

1.6. Scoring:

1.6.1. The SEMSEC Stock Challenge is a non-championship race series. However points will be awarded
to competitors listed as classified finishers in the final results of each race as follows:-

Finishing position1st  2nd  3rd  4th  5th  6th  7th  8th 9th  10th in class and below
Points awarded 24  20  16   14  12  10  8   6   4   2

Less one point for each competitor starting the race in the same class, less than the total number of
starters in the largest class in the race.

The driver scoring the most points at each meeting will be deemed the overall winner of the meeting.

1.6.2. Ties shall be resolved using the formula in G11 in the 2008 MSA Yearbook.

1.7. Awards:

1.7.1. SEMSEC will provide the Challenge Awards and the promoting club will provide the individual race
awards. 

1.7.2. Per Round: Trophies to:
Class Winners if 3 or more starters in the class.
2nd in class if 5 or more starters in the class.
3rd in class if 8 or more starters in the class.
Where classes have less than 3 starters they may be amalgamated

1.7.4. Bonuses:

The Challenge Organising Club will endeavour to obtain sponsored awards or bonuses during the
series and reserves the right to introduce same at any time without any obligation to distribute such
awards retrospectively.

1.7.5. Presentations:

Trophies are to be provided for presentation at the end of each race or at an end of the meeting
presentation ceremony. Prize money and bonuses, if any, shall be posted to the Entrants within 10
days of the results being declared final after each meeting. 
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1.7.6. Entertainment Tax liability:

In accordance with current Government legislation, the Organisers of each round are legally obliged
to withhold tax at the basic rate on all payments to non-UK resident sportsmen/women.

That is, those persons who do not have a normal permanent residence in the UK. The UK does not
include the Isle of Man, Channel Islands or Eire. This means that, as the Organisers, SEMSEC is
required to deduct tax at the current rate applicable from any such payments they may make to non-UK
residents.

Under certain circumstances, it may be possible for competitors to enter into an agreement with the
Inland Revenue to limit the tax withheld. Any application for such an arrangement must be made in
writing and not later than 30 days before the payment is due.

1.7.7. Title to all Trophies:

In the event of any Provisional Results or Challenge Tables being revised after any provisional
presentations and such revisions affect the distribution of any awards the Competitors concerned must
return such awards to SEMSEC in good condition within 7 days.

2. SPORTING REGULATIONS - JUDICIAL PROCEDURES

2.1. Rounds: In accordance with Section C(d) of the 2008 MSA Yearbook.

2.2. Challenge: In accordance with Section C(d) of the 2008 MSA Yearbook.

3. SPORTING REGULATIONS - CHALLENGE RACE MEETINGS & RACE PROCEDURES

3.1. Entries:

3.1.1. Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fees prior
to the entry closing date which shall be three days before each round.

3.1.2. Incorrect or incomplete entries (Including Driver to be Nominated Entries) are to be held in abeyance
until they are complete and correct and the date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the
date on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected information or fee.

3.1.3. Any withdrawal of Entry or driver/Car changes made after acceptance of any entry must be notified to
the Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver/Vehicle changes are made after publication of Entry
Lists with Final Instructions the Competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the
Stewards of the Meeting BEFORE signing-on.

3.1.4. The Maximum Entry Fee for each round shall be £260.00 however it is intended that the entry fee for
most rounds will be between £150.00. and £250.00. depending on the venue. Plus a £15 Late Entry
Surcharge imposed by the Race Meeting Organisers for any entry received after 10 days prior
to the date of a meeting.

3.1.5. In the event of any rounds being oversubscribed the Organising Club, in liaison with the Co-ordinator
may at their discretion run Qualification Races. For qualification race procedures see 3.13 of these
Regulations.
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3.1.6. Reserves are to be nominated on the Final List of Entries published with Final Instructions or Amendment
Sheet Bulletins. All Reserves will practice and replace withdrawn or retired entries in Reserve Number
order irrespective of class. If Reserves are given Grid Places prior to issue of the first Grid Sheets for
any round the times set in Practice shall determine their grid positions. If Reserves are given places
after publication of the grid sheet and prior to cars being collected in the Official "Assembly Areas" they
will be placed at the rear of the Grid and be started without any time delay.

Otherwise, they will be held in the "Assembly Area" and be released to start the race after the last car
to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the start line or pit lane exit.
Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk of the Course.

3.2. Briefings:

Organisers should notify competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the Final Instructions for all
meetings. Competitors must attend all briefings.

3.3. Practice:

The minimum period of practice to be as specified in the MSA Regulations.

Should any Practice Session be disrupted the Clerk of the Course shall not be obliged to resume the session
or re-run sessions to achieve the challenge criteria and the decision of the Clerk of the Course shall be final.

3.4. Qualification:

Each driver should complete a minimum of 3 laps practice in the car to be raced and in the correct session in
order to qualify for selection and order of precedence as set out in the MSA Regulations  G15. The Clerk of the
Course and/or Stewards of the Meeting shall have the right to exclude any driver whose practice times or
driving are considered to be unsatisfactory - as per MSA Regulation G15.

3.5. Races:

The standard minimum scheduled distance shall be 12 miles whenever practicable but should any race distance
be reduced at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course or Stewards of the Meeting it shall still count as a full
points scoring round.

(The procedure for qualification races is specified in 3.13)

3.6. Starts:

3.6.1. All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 3 minutes from the time all cars are
released from the Paddock Assembly Area to the start of the Green flag Lap(s) in the formation as
specified on the Track Licence for the circuit.

3.6.2. The minimum Countdown procedures/Audible warning sequence shall be:-
Standing Starts:
1 minute to start of Green Flag laps - Start Engines/Clear Grid.
30 Seconds - Visible/audible warning of the start of Green Flag lap(s).

3.6.3. The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited.

3.6.4. Any cars removed from the grid after the 1 minute stage or driven into the Paddock on Green Flag lap
shall be held in the Assembly Area, and may start the race after the last car to take the start from the
grid has passed the start line.

3.6.5. Any drivers unable to start the Green Flag lap or start are required to indicate their situation as per MSA
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Regulation G53 and any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the Green Flag Lap to the extent
that ALL other cars are ahead of them, may complete the Green Flag lap but MUST remain at the rear
of the last row of the grid but ahead of any cars to be started with a time delay.

3.6.6. Excessive weaving to warm-up tyres - using more than 50% of the track width, and falling back in
order to accelerate and practice starts, is prohibited.

3.6.7. A five second board will be used to indicate that the grid is complete. The red lights will be switched on
five seconds after the board is withdrawn.

In the event of any starting lights failure the Starter will revert to use of the National Flag.

3.7. Race Stops.

3.7.1. Should the need arise to stop any race or practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Start line and
RED FLAGS will be displayed at the Start line and at all Marshals Signalling Points around the Circuit.

This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable
pace and to return to the starting grid area which will automatically become a Parc Ferme area.

Cars may not enter the pits unless directed to do so. Work on cars already in the pits must cease when
a race is stopped.

3.7.2. Case A Ð Less than two laps completed by race leader.

The race will be null and void. The race will re-start from the original grid positions. Competitors unable
to take the restart may be replaced by reserves who will start from the back of the grid in reserve order.
Gaps on the grid should not be closed up. The length of the re-started race will be determined by the Clerk
of the Course.

3.7.3. Case B -  More than 2 laps completed by the race leader but less than 50%.

The race will restart from a grid set out by the finishing order of part 1, (as per G23). The final result will
be the finishing order at the end of part 2. The length of the re-started race will be determined by the Clerk
of the Course.

3.7.4. If the leader has completed more than 50% of the race distance or duration it shall not be re-started and
the results will be declared in accordance with MSA regulation G23.

3.8. Re-Scrutiny:

All vehicles reported involved in contact incidents during races or practice must be re-presented to the
Scrutineers before continuing in the races or practice.

3.9. Assembly Area Safety:

3.9.1. Entrants must at all times ensure that the MSA, Circuit Management and Organising Club Safety
Regulations are complied with at all times.

3.9.2.Assembly Area: The diagonal crossed yellow box lane is to be kept unobstructed to allow safe
passage of cars at all times. The onus shall be on all Drivers to take all due care
and drive at minimum speeds in the Assembly Area.

3.9.3.Refuelling: May only be carried out in accordance with the MSA G67, 68,69 & 70 Regulations,
Circuit Management Regulations and the SR's or Final Instructions issued for each
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Circuit/Meeting.

3.10. Race finishes:

After taking the Chequered Flag drivers are to required to: Progressively and safely slow down, remain behind
any competitors ahead of them, return to the Paddock entrance as instructed, comply with any directions given
by Marshals or Officials and to keep their helmets on and harnesses done up while on the circuit or in
the paddock return road.

3.11. Results:

All Practice Time sheets, Grids, Race Results are to be deemed PROVISIONAL until all vehicles are released
by Scrutineers after Post Practice/Race Scrutineering and/or after completion of any Judicial or Technical
Procedures.

3.12. Timing Modules

All competitors will be required to fit Electronic self Identification Modules (Transponders) to their cars for the
purpose of accurate timing.  Holders for these and detailed fitting instructions are supplied with the transponders
and it will be the responsibility of the competitor to fit these in the car in the position and manner specified. The
Modules must be in place and functioning correctly for all series qualifying practice sessions and races.  Failure
to fit a transponder may result in times not being recorded.

3.13. Qualification Races

The decision to run Qualification races is entirely at the discretion of the club(s) organising each round according
to the number of entries received for such rounds. All affected Competitors must be notified in writing, with their
Final Instructions, that this provision will be applied.

4. CHALLENGE RACE PENALTIES:

4.1. Infringements of Technical Regulations:

4.1.1. Arising from post practice Scrutineering or Judicial Action:
Minimum Penalty:The provisions of MSA REGULATION C(d)36.

4.1.2. Arising from post race Scrutineering or Judicial Action:
Minimum Penalty:The provisions of MSA Regulations: C(d)39 (a) and (b).

 For infringements deemed to be of a more serious nature the Clerk of the Course and/or Stewards of
the Meeting are to invoke the provisions of Regulation C(d)39(c).

4.2. Infringements of non-technical MSA Regulations and the Sporting Regulations issued for the
Challenge:

As per 2008 MSA Judicial Procedure Regulations

5. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

5.1: INTRODUCTION:

a) The following Technical Regulations are set out in accordance with the MSA specified format and it should
be clearly understood that if the following texts do not clearly specify that you can do it you should
work on the principle that you cannot.

b) STANDARD: The word ÔstandardÕ used within these technical regulations as a description of components is
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to be interpreted as: - ÔThe specified component from the manufacturers parts list for the model / engine shown
on the entry form or registration form. No modifications permitted beyond the repair or adjustment processes
specifically specified by the manufacturersÕ workshop manual or microfiche.Õ Checking will be by comparison
to spare parts supplied by the manufacturerÕs official agent or by any other means necessary to ensure
compliance.

c) STANDARD PATTERN: The words Ôstandard patternÕ used within these technical regulations as a description
of components is to be interpreted as: - ÔThe replacement part has the same form, shape and features as the
standard part and is constructed using the same materials and manufacturing processÕ. (e.g. Cast pistons may
not be replaced by  forged pistons or Ômachined-from-billetÕ pistons).

d) Homologation papers, including VO, VK or ES extensions, will not be accepted as proof of specification of
any components.

5.2: GENERAL DESCRIPTION:

The SEMSEC STOCK CHALLENGE is for Competitors participating in ÔSaloonÕ or 'Hatchback' Cars available
on general catalogued sale and available from stock through normal retail dealer outlets in the UK.
All vehicles must comply with MOT requirements, be of sound construction and mechanical condition and be
well maintained. There is no requirement for an MOT Certificate, Road Tax or Insurance.

5.2.1. Classes
Class A - Up to 1400cc multi-valve per cylinder and up to 1600cc two valve per cylinder.
Class B - Cars Complying with BMW Production Cup Technical Regulations.

Capacity limits are the original engine size and do not take into account any extra capacity gained  by a rebore
as permitted.

5.3: SAFETY REQUIREMENTS:

Class A 
The following Articles of MSA General Regulations C(c) will apply:- MSA GR C(c) Vehicles covered drawing
3 or 4 (with a compulsory diagonal from the junction of the main roll hoop behind the driverÕs head down to the
foot of the main roll hoop on the rear passenger side and a compulsory side entry bar on the driverÕs side);
C(c)28 to 30, C(c)45 Four Point. Extinguishers must comply with MSA regulation G130. Seat belts must be
to FIA standards in accordance with G130. It is permitted to add two braces only, as per drawing 11 in the MSA
Year Book, from the front roll hoop through the front bulkhead/wheel arch to the front suspension anchorage
points, no further forward than the centreline of the front wheels. The holes through which those tubes pass must
be sealed to prevent the passage of fluid or flame from the engine bay; that sealing may be by welding or by
intumescent putty or grp.
Class B
All MSA General Regulations C(c) apply as relevant and the following;
A suitable FIA approved competition seat designed for use with a six-point harness and with appropriate
mountings must be fitted according to regulation C(c)50.  A suitable harness of six-point design and carrying
an FIA approved label must be fitted according to regulations C(c)44-48. A plumbed-in fire extinguisher is
required as detailed in regulation C(c)58-63 of minimum capacity 3.5 litres. A hand held fire extinguisher is
recommended as detailed in regulation C(c)66. A suitable Rollcage must be fitted, meeting the requirements
set out below. The Safety Devices B6 multi-point rollcage (RACMSA/FIA homologation number 574), with
side intrusion bars is recommended. Alternative rollcages are acceptable, provided they meet the following
criteria; The rollcage design, construction and installation must satisfy all of C(c)4-27. The rollcage material
must be of cold drawn seamless carbon steel only. Side intrusion Doorbars must be fitted and in accordance
with C(c)20 and optionally C(c)24. 6-point rollcages must include at least one reinforcement member as
described in C(c)19. Triangulation between the rollcage front legs and front strut towers is permitted.

5.4: GENERAL TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS & EXCEPTIONS:

All cars must comply with the requirements of sections C(b) Technical and G Technical Regulations of the current

MSA Yearbook. All vehicles must be of sound construction and mechanical condition and be well maintained.
Water hoses, oil hoses and their associated clips are free. Fasteners (eg nuts, bolts) are free.
Class B
The standard front towing eye must not be fitted and a suitable alternative must be installed that does not protrude
beyond the front bumper.

5.5: CHASSIS:
Class A
No chassis stiffening is permitted except that derived from the fitting of the roll cage using only the six mounting
feet inside the car and two suspension anchorage points inside the engine bay; except for the welding of the
forward facing tubes to the bulkhead/wheel arch at the point where they pass through the bulkhead/wheel arch
no other attachment to the bodyshell is permitted even if provided by the cage manufacturer. Seam-welding of
the shell is prohibited; fitting of a front or rear strut brace is prohibited.
Class B
The construction type, design and material must remain as standard. Lightening or reducing the chassis
strength is prohibited. Additional strengthening of the chassis is prohibited (e.g. seam  welding). The chassis
as produced by the manufacturer with the original material must be retained in all aspects in respect of
material, thickness & contour. For the benefit of doubt, chassis is defined here to include the body shell,
wings, doors, bonnet, boot-lid, roof and panels.

5.6: BODYWORK: (Refer to 5.1.)

5.6.1. Modifications Permitted:

General: Mandatory fitment of laminated windscreen.
Class A
Interior: Driver's seat may be replaced. Passenger seat, rear seats, floor coverings, roof lining, detachable
boot covers, boot side panels, tailgate or boot trim panel, radio/stereo units speakers and associated wiring,
spare wheel and tools may be removed. Additional and/or replacement instruments are permitted; replacements
must occupy the position of the original. Steering wheel may be changed (compulsory if an air bag is fitted as
original equipment). Sunroofs must be replaced as per MSA regulation G129. Electric window winding
mechanisms may be replaced by the manufacturerÕs manual window winding mechanisms; all windows must
remain operable and all weather strips/channels must be retained. It is permitted to remove the heater, heater
motor and associated ducting and air-conditioning if fitted. An interior rear view mirror must be fitted to the left
of the driver (or right if the car is left hand drive). Front door panels and rear passenger side panels may be
replaced with aluminium sheeting - this must be executed to a high standard with no sharp edges and with
smooth surface.
Exterior: The standard wing mirror ÔpodsÕ must be retained but the choice of mirror within them is free. An
additional mirror may be fitted to the passenger door. Plastic front wheel-arch inner liners must be removed.
Bonnet and rear hatch locks/latches must be removed along with any auxiliary latch; the bonnet and rear hatch
must be fitted with surface mounted securing pins. The original number of windscreen wiper arms/blades must
remain and be fully functioning. Tailgate wiper mechanism and arm/blade must remain but need not be
operable. Front and rear washer systems may be removed. No other alterations to standard. Towing eyes
must be painted Yellow, Orange or Red and if located within the vehicle periphery the location must be clearly
marked. All weather strips/channels must be retained.
Silhouette: No alterations to standard.
Ground Clearance:  It is permitted to alter the ride height. Under no circumstance can any part of the
bodywork, or of the suspended part of the car. including the exhaust system, be below a horizontal plane
passing 75mm above the ground, the car being in normal racing trim with the driver aboard. A gauge of 75mm
may be used by Scrutineers before or after races or practice to check the ground clearance; the vehicle may
be stationery or moving during any testing.
Class B
As per MSA regulations C(b)8 and C(b)9 apply as relevant
Modifications permitted but not mandated
i) Any interior trim (including dashboard trim, engine compartment sound proofing and carpeting and sound
proofing in the boot) and passenger seating may be removed but window winding mechanisms, boot and
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door locks and catches must remain in place but can be disabled for safety reasons.
ii) The dashboard may be modified to allow the fitting of the rollcage and the part of it to the left of the centre
console (i.e. the glove box area) may be removed provided the dash is securely fitted and has suitable
alternative supports. Windscreen vents must remain to allow demisting.
iii) Mechanically operated items may replace electrically operated items provided that the substituted
mechanical parts were available on the 318i/320i E30 models. It is not permitted to replace an electrically
operated part with a non-standard alternative mechanical part or mechanism.
iv) Sunroof mechanisms can be removed entirely. If the sunroof panel is removed it must be replaced with
the same material and thickness as the roof skin.
v) A strut brace between the front strut towers may be fitted.
vi) A strut brace between the rear strut towers may be fitted.
vii) Items originally fitted as optional extras to the vehicle that are not required to pass an MOT may be
removed. This includes: Cruise control, Air conditioning, Headlamp wash/wipe, Front fog lights, In-cabin
headlamp height adjuster.
vii) A metal skid plate may replace the plastic item that protects the sump provided that the plate is not be
more than 100mm wider than the sump and extends no further back than the front bulkhead.
viii) A metal skid plate may be fitted to cover the fuel tank. The plate itself may not extend more than
100mm beyond the tank in any direction.
ix) Door cards may be removed. If removed, they must be replaced with an alternative panel that protects
the driver from sharp edges and the intrusion of metal structures in the event of a side impact.
x) A boot spoiler may be fitted to the rearmost edge of the boot lid. This spoiler must be of the same material
and dimensions as BMW part ÒHECKSPOILER TYP 1 916 038Ó.
xi) Number plates may be removed.
xii) Headlamps may be covered with protective tape provided they are not coloured red.
xiii) Front and rear windows may be covered with series or personal sponsor livery to a maximum depth
of 250mm from the top of the window, measured from the centerline of the vehicle and must also comply
with G101.
xiv) The rear bulkhead may be modified to accommodate the rollcage. Where holes have been cut to fit the
rollcage they shall be no more than twice the diameter of the rollcage member to be fitted. All such holes
shall be sealed after fitting the rollcage.
xv) The bonnet catch mechanism may be replaced with an alternative device, provided the bonnet remains
adequately secured. Bonnet hinges and support struts may be removed but refer to 5.5.

5.6.2. Modifications Prohibited:
Class A
General: The exterior of the car must be standard for the model being raced. Any replacement body panels
must be of original shape, material and thickness. No modifications may be made to or material removed from
the bodywork or any of its panels including internal stiffeners other than as repairs; exterior trim must be
generally standard.
Interior. Door trims and panels, window winding mechanisms (except detailed in 5.6.1 above) may not  be
removed. Any other modification in contravention of  5.6.1 is also prohibited. Detachable boot cover side
supports, tailgate inner trim panel lower (not pillar trims), dash fascia/instrument cluster must remain as
originally fitted with the exception of immediately localized trimming for the fitment of the rollcage and
replacement of instruments as permitted in 5.6.1.
Exterior: It is not permitted to increase the width of the wheel arch by the addition of material to, or the
deformation of, the outside or inside of the wheel arch. Additional holes for cooling, brake ducting, air intake etc
may not be made in the bodywork. Bonnet / engine cover must remain in the normal position and, when
closed, must not have any non-standard gaps at any of their edges. If standard fitment auxiliary lights are
removed, blanking plates must fill the resultant apertures. Fitment of tape etc to close body gaps (e.g. bonnet
to wing) is prohibited. Recessed bonnet & rear hatch securing pins are prohibited.
Silhouette: Any in contravention of 5.6.1.
Ground Clearance: Any in contravention of 5.6.1.

Class B
Modifications prohibited:
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Refer to section 5.2. The following examples are for the avoidance of doubt.
i) Silhouette must remain standard. All spoilers, dams, splitters, aerofoils and diffusers are prohibited other
than that mentioned in 5.6.1.x.
ii) All window glass must be retained as originally fitted. If nets are used to cover open side windows then
the glass must still be retained.
iii) Material, thickness and profile of external body panels may not be changed.
iv) Plan must be as standard with no extensions to wheel arches permitted.
v) Wheel arches may not be modified to increase wheel clearance.
vi) The use of any undertrays, diffusers or any other aerodynamic device fitted to the underside of the
vehicle, other than those fitted as standard, is prohibited but refer to 5.6.1.vii and 5.6.1.viii.
vii) All bumpers must remain in complete condition. Bumper dampers, filling and all bumper mounting points
must be retained.
Competitors are reminded that cars must be capable of passing an MOT test with the exceptions of
modifications permitted by 5.6.1 and 5.7.iv. ÒWrite-offÓ cars are permitted so long as they are capable of
passing the MOT roadworthiness test. A current MOT certificate is not required.

5.7: ENGINE: (Refer to 5.1.)

The only modifications permitted to engines are those listed in paragraph 1 (Modifications Permitted) below; if the
following texts do not clearly specify that you can do it, you should work on the principle that you cannot. It is the
competitorÕs responsibility to ensure that no prohibited modifications have been carried out, if they are using an engine
not assembled by them.

Class B
As per MSA regulations C(b)10,16,18,19 & 20 and the following.
i) Only the 8-valve, four-cylinder engine (designated M40) or the six-cylinder engine (designated
M20) fitted to the BMW E30 318i or 320i models are eligible. For the avoidance of doubt, the 16-valve
318iS engine (designated M42) is not eligible.
ii) No modifications to the engine or any ancillaries, including the fuel, ignition systems or ECU are
permitted. For the benefit of doubt, the engine must retain the standard specification block, pistons, con-
rods, cylinder head, camshafts and valves.
iii) Cleaning and decoking of the cylinder head is permitted but polishing, machining or any other
modifications are prohibited.
iv) The induction system must retain the standard airflow meter and throttle body, but upstream of the
airflow meter is free. No mechanically forced induction is allowed.
v) The standard exhaust manifold must be retained and not modified in any way but the remainder of
the system is unrestricted but refer to 5.16.
vi) The standard cooling fan shall be retained and no additional cooling fans are permitted.
vii) The standard sump may have baffles fitted to prevent oil starvation. No other sump modifications
are permitted.
viii) The maximum overbore piston diameter is 84.5mm for the 318i and 80.5mm for the 320i.
ix) The cylinder head may be skimmed to a minimum height of 140.6mm for the 318i and 124.7mm for
the 320i.

5.7.1. Modifications Permitted:
Class A: It is permitted to reclaim engine blocks by fitting liners or by re-boring up to 0.5mm oversize
using standard-pattern pistons only. Replacement of valves, valve guides and valve seats with parts of
standard pattern and material. With the exception of cars listed in 6.3 of these regulations, all cars must
use the camshaft specified by the manufacturer of their vehicle as being the standard part for the make &
model of car being raced.

5.7.2. Modifications Prohibited:
Class A: Any other than those permitted in 5.7.1. The camshaft must remain entirely unmodified; it is not
permitted to regrind or reprofile or grind from blanks. The standard cambelt cover/s must be retained.

5.7.3. Location:
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Class A:Position and mounting method must be standard for the model being raced. No additional
engine/transmission supports may be fitted.

5.7.4. Oil/Water cooling:
Class A: Water radiators must remain standard in design and position with no additional air ducting. Oil
coolers are permitted if standard for the model being raced, but must be fitted in the standard position; if
none is fitted as standard an oil cooler may be fitted within the overall periphery of the engine bay; no
additional air ducts are permitted. Internal baffles may be fitted to the standard sump; the sump oil pick-up
pipe may be modified.

5.7.5. Induction Systems:
Class A: Forced induction is prohibited (turbo/supercharges).The complete standard induction system must
be retained in its entirety; it is not permitted to add any covering, whether heat-reflective/heat-resistant or
not, to the inside or outside of any part of the induction system. Air filter elements may be removed or
replaced by non-standard filter elements inside the standard casing. Carburettor jets / fuel injectors may
be changed; choke flaps on carburettors and butterfly damper weight on throttle bodies may be removed.
No other modifications are permitted. The crankcase breather may vent direct to a catch tank and any
holes in the air filter housing associated with the breather system may be blanked off. Due to unavailability
of original parts, the Fiesta XR2 may fit the DMTR carburettor which must retain the original size chokes
of 25 & 26mm, with barrel sizes of 32 & 32mm.

5.7.6. Exhaust systems:
Class A: Exhaust systems must exit at the rear of the vehicle. Exhaust systems may not pass through
the driver/passenger compartment. Standard exhaust manifold must be retained and may not be modified
by the removal of material. The remainder of the exhaust system including silencer is free but no part of
the manifold, piping or silencer may have any covering or lagging, whether heat resistant, heat reflective
or not.

5.7.7. Ignition systems:
Class A: The ignition system is free but no additional sensors may be fitted.

5.7.8. Fuel delivery systems:
Class A: It is permissible to replace only the fuel pump, fuel lines, and filter with non-standard items. Fuel
pressure valves are free, for both fuel-injected and carburetted cars.

5.8: SUSPENSIONS: (Refer to 5.1).

5.8.1. Permitted modifications:
Class A: It is permitted to alter the ride height within the constraints of 5.6.1. The original suspension
configuration must be retained. Coil-over dampers (ie Combined dampers and coil springs) may only be
used if standard fitment. Uprated/lowered springs are permitted provided they are the same outside
diameter as the standard coil. Uprated torsion bars may be fitted. Uprated dampers, including those on
which the camber has been modified, are permitted provided they mount on the standard mounts.
Standard anti-roll bars must be retained and be properly connected. Adjustability of suspension geometry
with the exception of camber is limited to that provided by the vehicle manufacturer for the standard
suspension. Standard chassis bump-stops must be fitted in the standard position. The Peugeot 205 must
have a spacer of 25mm under the bump stop to prevent chafing of the fuel tank filler pipe, if the standard
fuel tank & filler are retained.
Class B: Modifications permitted but not mandated
i) The maximum allowable negative camber at the front wheels is 2¡, measured on a level surface
with the car in full race trim, meeting minimum weight requirements and with driver.
ii) Bush material is free provided it is not made entirely of metal.
iii) All bushes must be of standard dimensions except those at the rear of the front control arms. In
addition, all bushes must use only the original mountings and brackets.
iv) Front suspension strut upper mounts may be offset but refer to 5.8.1.i and 5.8.2.i
v) Anti roll bars other than the standard front fitment to the 318i/320i (18.5mm diameter) are not
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permitted.
vi) Springs are free provided that they are constructed of steel but refer to 5.8.1.i and 5.8.1.x
vii) Adjustable shock absorbers may be fitted provided that there is only one manual mechanical
damping adjustment and that there are no remote reservoirs.
viii) ÒCoiloverÓ spring/damper units are permitted but refer to 5.8.1.vii. Rear coilovers must retain the
original rear spring platforms but no spring may be fitted on those platforms.
ix) 51mm diameter strut cartridges as from the BMW E30 325i model may be used.
x) Ground clearance as measured from the lowest part of the car, including the exhaust system, with
the driver on board and with 15 Litres of fuel, all oils and coolant shall be no less than 40mm. No part
of the vehicle shall touch the ground if a tyre becomes deflated.
xi) Rear shock absorber upper mounts may use spherical bearings but must retain the standard
bodyshell mounting points.

5.8.2. Prohibited modifications:
Class A: Modifications to the suspension pick-up points are prohibited; this includes the ÔslottingÕ of top
suspension strut mounting points. Cockpit adjustable anti-roll bars are prohibited. Offset and/or adjustable
suspension strut mounts are prohibited. Adjustable spring platforms and hub-carrier brackets are prohibited,
even if the adjustability is disabled. Dampers with separate adjustment for rebound and bounce are
prohibited, as are dampers with remote reservoirs. Non-standard suspension bushes are prohibited; rose
joints, rod ends or similar are prohibited. Any modification which prevents a wheel from reaching its fully
drooped position is prohibited.
Class B: Modifications prohibited
i) No changes to suspension pick up points are permitted.
ii) All suspension components will be of the same design and made of the same material as that on the
standard vehicle save as per 5.8.1.ii, 5.8.1.iii and 5.8.1.iv. Specifically aluminium components may
not be replaced by steel components (or visa versa) and no component may be replaced by any
composite material or alloys that include any element of Titanium or Magnesium.
iii) No alterations to suspension geometry are permitted, other than that available on the standard car
and as per 5.8.1.i, 5.8.1.ii, 5.8.1.iii and 5.8.1.iv.
iv) Rod ends or other spherical bearings are not permitted save for 5.8.1.xi.
v) No rear anti roll bar is permitted.

5.8.3. Wheelbase/track:
Class A: The wheelbase and track must be standard for the model being raced.

5.9: TRANSMISSIONS: (Refer to 5.1).

Class A: Gear selection, clutch and throttle operation must be purely mechanical and solely under direct control of
the driver. The gear linkage and clutch system must be purely mechanical (hydraulic clutch systems are permitted).
No electrical connections, switches or sensors, which are not standard features of the car, may operate on any part
of the clutch or gear controls or linkages.
Class B: As per MSA regulation C(c)17 and the following
i) Only gearboxes, clutch and differentials as supplied with approved engines in the E30 318i and 320i model
ranges will be permitted, excluding the automatic transmission option.
ii) Gear ratios must be as supplied with the gearbox in production form. For reference, the standard forward
ratios are 3.72, 2.02, 1.32, 1.00, and 0.80.
iii) Gearbox and differential mounting and location points must be retained and used as intended by the
manufacturer.
iv) The standard 318i/320i differential must be used, with a final drive ratio of 4.10:1. Limited slip differentials are
prohibited.

5.9.1. Permitted modifications:
Class A:  Standard gearbox and final drive/axle for the model being raced must be retained or be as
detailed in 6.3. Clutch cover and plate may be changed for uprated standard pattern items.

5.9.2. Prohibited modifications:
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Class A:  Four wheel drive is prohibited. Gearbox casing, bell housing and tail shaft (if applicable) must
be standard for the model being raced. Final drive housing (if applicable) must be standard for the model
being raced. Limited slip, locked, locking, torque biasing differentials or similar are prohibited even if fitted
as standard.

5.9.3. Transmissions & Drive ratios:
Class A:  The use of any electronic traction control device is prohibited. Standard gearbox ratios and final
drive ratios for the model being raced must be retained.

5.10: ELECTRICS

5.10.1. Exterior Lighting: - Class A: Must be as per standard fitment and to EC requirements and be fully
operational. Lights must be taped to MSA regulations.

5.10.2. Rear Warning Light: - Class A: An LED rear fog light to EU regulation 7, an FIA homologated LED rear
warning light, or an LED stop light to EU regulation 38 is mandatory and must be fitted within 10cms of
the centreline of the rear window and be located between the top and bottom edge of the glass. Non
integral rear fog lights may be removed. Integral rear fog lights must be rendered inoperative.

5.10.3. Batteries: Class A: No restrictions on type subject to MSA regulations; location must be as standard.
A battery and electric starter motor must be fitted and be capable of repetitive starts. No external (slave)
batteries may be used.

5.10.4. Generators: Class A: A fully working standard alternator/generator and standard pulley must be fitted and
electrically connected so that the standard battery charging function is providing a charge to the onboard
battery.

5.10.1B Class B. As per MSA regulation C(b)20 and the following;
i) The standard heater/demisting mechanism shall be retained, not modified in any way and shall be in
full working condition.
ii) The battery must remain in its original location within the engine compartment and must be capable
of starting the car unassisted.
iii) The standard battery clamp is inadequate and an alternative or additional battery clamp should be
used.
iv) The alternator must remain in its standard configuration and be operational at all times while the
engine is running.
v) No devices may be added or modified to provide any form of traction control, launch control or full-
throttle gearshifts.

5.10.2B. Class B. No modification to any electrical system, other than re-routing wiring, is permitted with the
exception of in car entertainment systems, including speakers, amplifiers, aerials and ÒheadÓ units,
which may be removed. As per Bodywork above, electric mechanisms may be substituted by
mechanical. Sunroof mechanisms can be removed. Controls may be repositioned where allowable
trim modifications require it (e.g. electric window switches, light switches).
The following redundant electrical items and associated wiring may be removed:
i) On-board computers
ii) Interior courtesy lamps
iii) Boot illumination
iv) Glovebox illumination
v) Electric window override (safety) switch
vi) Electric mirror control switch, providing mirror adjustment is still available. If electric mirrors are
retained, the control switch need not be permanently installed.
vii) Front fog lamps and switchgear.

5.11: BRAKES (Refer to 5.1).
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5.11.1. Permitted Modifications:
Class A: Non-standard linings. Deformation or removal of back plates. Additional ducting within the overall
periphery of the bodywork. Fitting of alternative brake piping/hosing. ABS is permitted only if standard for
the model being raced. Discs and drums may be replaced by standard-pattern `non-genuine' parts. Brake
biasing valve/system may be replaced with a proprietary pressure-limiting valve, which may be
adjustable by the driver but must comply with MSA Regulation G110. The braking system must remain
fully operational in all aspects at all times.
Class B: The braking system shall be as standard as fitted to either 318i or 320i, as per MSA
regulation C(b)12 and the following;
i) Anti-lock braking systems (ABS) must be removed or disabled.
ii) Brake pad and shoe material is free but dimensions to remain as original equipment.
iii) Discs are free but must be one-piece construction, steel, of original diameter and use standard
callipers.
iv) Adding of ducting and removal of splash guards only are allowed to improve brake cooling but
refer to 5.6.1.
v) Rear discs as per standard fitment to the BMW E30 325i or 318i/320i with optional ABS system
are permitted but refer to 5.11.1.ii and 5.11.1.iii above.
vi) No adjustment to the brake bias is permitted.
vii) The standard flexible brake lines may be replaced with braided items.

5.11.2. Prohibited Modifications
Class A: Discs / drums may not be cross-drilled or grooved. Brake biasing systems may not be
adjustable by the driver whilst normally seated. An hydraulically-operated handbrake is not permitted in
that it does not comply with MOT requirements.
Class B: No adjustment to the brake bias is permitted.

5.12: WHEELS / STEERING (Refer to 5.1).

5.12.1. Permitted Options:
Class A: Wheels must be standard for the model being raced. Simple Ôclean-upÕ machining/polishing and
painting for refurbishment purposes only is permitted to the outer face of the wheel. No machining at all
is permitted to the inner face of the wheel. STEERING LOCK: If fitted with a steering lock, this should be
rendered inoperative, unless the vehicle is driven to the circuit on the highway. MSA regulation G112.
:
Class B: As per MSA regulations C(b)13 & 14 and the following;
i) The steering system including rack, tie rods, steering arms, and column shall remain as standard
ii) The steering wheel is free within MSA regulations.
iii) Power assisted steering may be disabled but refer to 5.12.i.

5.12.2. Prohibited Options.
Class A: None of the VO, VK or ES extensions in the vehicleÕs homologation papers is permitted. :
Class B: No wheel spacers that affect maximum vehicle track are allowed.

5.12.3. Construction & Materials:
Class A: Not applicable; standard wheels must used. :
Class B: iii) Only steel or single piece aluminium alloy road wheel are permitted of 14Ó or 15Ó
diameter, maximum width 7J, offset between ET15 and ET25. Competitors are reminded that no
modifications to wheel arches are permitted and that the tyre should not foul either the body or chassis
when the steering is turned under both static and dynamic suspension load.

5.12.4. Dimensions:
Class A: See 5.12.1. :
Class B: See 5.12.3

5.13: TYRES

5.13.1. Specifications:
Class A: Only tyres from MSA R3.1.1. list 1A are permitted.  Tyres must be road-legal in every respect.
:
Class B:  The control tyres for the series are ÒKumho Ecsta V700Ó in 205/50R15 size only. Tyres
must bear the compound mark K9A in an ellipse, moulded into the sidewall. All other compounds are
prohibited and tyres may be tested with a durometer. It is prohibited to alter the tread pattern of the
tyres by cutting. Competitors are reminded that their vehicle must be capable of passing an MOT test
and therefore must conform to current regulations concerning tread depth and cover.

5.13.2.  The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited.

5.14: VEHICLE WEIGHT
There are no applicable weight restrictions.

5.15: FUEL TANK / FUEL

5.15.1. Types:
Class A: Safety tanks are permitted. If the standard fuel tank is used, no modifications to it are permitted.
A nonreturn valve must be incorporated in the vent system. :
Class B: As per MSA regulation C(b)19 where appropriate. The design and location of the fuel tank
shall be as manufacturerÕs specification.
i) Fuel Tank type - standard
ii) A fuel tank guard may be fitted to the underside of the car as per 5.6.1.viii
iii) The standard fuel pump must be used, with no additional pumps permitted.
iv) No swirl tanks or other means of fuel baffling is permitted.

5.15.2. Locations:
Class A:  Fuel tanks may not be mounted within the driver/passenger area, otherwise position free subject
to MSA regulation G97.
Class B: Location - standard

5.15.3. Fuel: Only petrol as defined in Section P of the MSA Yearbook for the current year may be used. The
use of power boosting additives by competitors in any fuel is prohibited.

5.16: SILENCING: All vehicles must be silenced to current yearÕs MSA regulations C(c)22 and C(c)23.

5.17: NUMBERS & CHAMPIONSHIP DECALS

5.17.1. Positions: Race numbers must be displayed on each side of the vehicle alongside the cockpit/driver and
as far forward on the front of the vehicle as possible.
